As the High Holy Days approach, we are faced with the yearly task of taking stock
of our lives and exploring ways that we can be better people. Our High Holy Days

One over-arching theme for these holiest of days is the putting off of our sins and seeking forgiveness. In
ancient times, people would assign their sins to a goat (the scape-goat) that would then be driven out into the
wilderness. In those days, belief in the magic of ritual could be quite literal. People thought that when they
chased the goat into the wilderness it really did carry away their sins and give them a clean slate for the
upcoming year.

Today we have the ritual of tashlikh. On Rosh Hashanah we walk down to the river and cast crumbs into the
water, and the current carries away our sins with the crumbs. While we may not literally believe that we have
cast away our sins, we should never di s c o uwwayuntharitables
thoughts and petty grudges with our crumbs, we will have a good beginning in the process of teshuvah.
