From the Ritual Chaire.

So much attention and preparation goes into getting ready for the Passover Seder

that we tend to forget that Pesach is a seven-day festival (eight days if you are
traditional). It probably is no surprise that the days following the first night Seder

have a Hebrew name: CholHaMoed, a phr ase which means fAweekdays

During Chol HaMoed the usual restrictions that apply to the Biblical Jewish holidays are relaxed, but not
entirely eliminated. Most of wus think wedre doincg
chametz. More traditional Jews, however, also will avoid many non-essential tasks, such as laundry washing,
hair cutting, and shaving. In addition, work that would normally be prohibited on the festival would be allowed
only if needed to prevent financial loss or if the results of the work are needed for the festival itself. Work for
public need is also allowed.

The term Chol HaMoed also refers to the intermediate days of Sukkot. During those days it is the custom to
take as many of our meals as possible in the sukkah.
