Thatôs our simple little prayer, sung with such joy during a Torah processional.  Have you 

thought about what the words mean? 

ñThe world depends on three things:  on Torah, on worship (avodah), and on acts of loving-kindness (gemilut chasadim).ò 

 

The first, the Torah, seems simple and straight-forward enough, yet is also so complex.  By tradition, it contains all that 

God wants us to know about life and righteous living.  On Shavuot (which we observe this year starting on May 18), the 

gift of Torah from God will once again be celebrated. 

 

The next two, avodah and gemilut chasidim, would seem to require a bit more from us.  Torah is a gift that we have 

already received; worship and performing acts of kindness are actions that we must continue to perform throughout our 

lives. 

 

They are small words, but they encompass actions and performance of duties that can shape us into ethical and caring 

people.  Worship includes prayer and reverence for God, remembering the holy days, and performing religious ritual.  

Acts of loving-kindness can include a wide range of ñgood deedsò like giving to charity, caring for the sick, visiting shut-ins, 

and doing whatever we can to make this a better, healthier planet for us all.
