It was devastating to 

learn this because we all had such hope that his valiant 

struggle against a cardio-pulmonary disorder that no one 

really understood would end in victory. 

 

In a matter of hours, a memorial service was planned and by 

4:30 p.m. on Sunday, 11 October 2009 the sanctuary of 

Temple Beth Elohim was filled to capacity by Clarkôs family, 

friends and fellow members.  Robert Schimek, one of our lay 

leaders and a former vice president led the ceremonies and 

gave comfort to the grieving congregation before him. 

Several people stood on the bima in order to reminisce and share their thoughts and feelings 

about Clark.  It was then that we learned about how he successfully helped to increase 

membership in our Temple and prevented its demise.  We heard about the family side of 

Clark from his sister, Susan; his sons, Robert and Martin; and his daughter, Iris.  Examples 

of his dedication and leadership were clarified as members made reference to the services 

that he led, his successful term as President of the congregation and the creative ideas that 

he put into motion. 

We offer our deepest sympathy to Clarkôs wife, Carole, and to their loving family.  We share 

with them the loss of this warm and caring man who was loyal to the ones he loved and 

dedicated to his beliefs.  We already miss him terribly.

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When a holiday such as Chanukah lasts eight days, at least one of the days is 

going to fall on Shabbat.  And the observance of Shabbat and Chanukah both 

involve lighting candles.  So is there a proper order for candle lighting? 

Remembering the Sabbath Day is one of the Ten Commandments, so Shabbat must be observed no matter 

what other holiday may fall on that day.  (Remember all the extra prayers on Rosh Hashanah?)  And Chanukah 

comes from the story of the Maccabees whose books arenôt even a part of the Tenach.  So, our observance of 

Shabbat must always take precedence.  You can, however, still light Chanukah candles; it just has to be in the 

right order.  On Friday evening, the Chanukah candles are kindled just before the Shabbat candles.  On 

Saturday, lighting the Chanukah candles are must wait until after sundown.  By tradition that will be when three 

stars are visible in the night sky.  If you plan to light a Havdallah candle, it is kindled first. 

These simple rituals help to remind us that celebrating a joyous holiday like Chanukah is not meant to replace, 

even for one week, the deeper joy of welcoming Shabbat.

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Is it a Menorah or Is it a Menorah? 

  

 

Todah Rabbah 

Temple Beth Elohim would like to thank

We look forward to celebrating Chanukah with 

them. 
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One of the oldest symbols of the Jewish faith is the menorah, a seven-branched 

candelabrum used in the Temple. The kohanim lit the menorah in the Sanctuary 

every evening and cleaned it out every morning, replacing the wicks and putting 

fresh olive oil into the cups. The illustration at left is based on instructions for 

construction of the menorah found in Exodus 25:31-40. 

It has been said that the menorah is a symbol of the nation of Israel and our mission to be "a light unto the 

nations." (Isaiah 42:6). The sages emphasize that light is not a violent force; Israel is to accomplish its 

mission by setting an example, not by using force. This idea is highlighted in the vision in Zechariah 40:1-

6. Zechariah sees a menorah, and God explains: "Not by might, nor by power, but by My spirit." 

The lamp stand in today's synagogues, called the ner tamid (lit. the continual lamp; usually translated as 

the eternal flame), symbolizes the menorah. 

The nine-branched menorah used on Chanukah is commonly patterned after this menorah, because 

Chanukah commemorates the miracle that a day's worth of oil for this menorah lasted eight days.  

The menorah in the First and Second Temples had seven branches. After the Temples were destroyed, a 

tradition developed not to duplicate anything from the Temple and therefore menorahs no longer had 

seven branches. The use of six-branched menorahs became popular, but, in modern times, some rabbis 

have gone back to the seven-branched menorahs, arguing that they are not the same as those used in the 

Temple because today's are electrified. 

 

The menorah is the ultimate symbol of the Jewish holiday of Chanukah. It is a special eight-branched 

candelabra with a ninth branch for a so-called "helper" candle, called the Shamash. Each of the eight 

candles represent one of the eight nights of Chanukah, which in turn represent the miracle of Chanukah. 

In the second century BCE, a Jewish band of rebels in Judea known as the Maccabees rescued the Holy 

Temple in Jerusalem from the Greek pagans who had ransacked it. The group wanted to rededicate the 

Temple by lighting the eternal lamp. The story of Chanukah tells that they found only enough oil to last for 

one night; but a miracle happened and that oil lasted for eight nights. 

On the first night of Chanukah, the candle on the far right of the Menorah -- or Chanukiah (Hanukiyah), as 

it is called in Hebrew -- is lit. Each night, an additional candle is lit, beginning from left to right, until all eight 

candles shine brightly on the final night of Chanukah.

RUGELACH ï A Cream Cheese Cookie 
This is in honor of Judith who fed General Holofernes 

cheesecakes and wine until he swooned.  Then she slew him!  

 

DOUGH    RAISIN-NUT FILLING     or STRAWBERRY JAM FILLING 

½ lb unsalted butter (softened) ½ c seedless raisins  1 c ground almonds 

8 oz. cram cheese (softened)  ½ c sugar   1 c strawberry jam 

2 c flour    1 t cinnamon   ¼ c sugar for topping 

     1 c finely chopped nuts 

     ¼ c sugar for topping 

 

1.  In a mixing bowl or food processor, cream the butter and cream cheese together. 

2. Beat in the flour, little by little.  Knead the dough until all of the flour is incorporated. 

3. Refrigerate at least 1 hour. 

4. Divide the dough into 3 or 4 portions, depending on the size you want the rugelach to be. 

5. Prepare one of the fillings except for the sugar for the topping. 

6. Pre-heat oven to 350°F. 

7. Roll out one portion of the dough in a circle, about 1/16 inch of an inch thick. 

8. With a knife or pastry wheel, cut the dough into 16 pie-shaped wedges (if dough is sticky, dust 

lightly with flour. 

9. Sprinkle or spread your choice of filling on wedge. 

10. Starting at the wide end, roll towards the point. 

11. Place on an ungreased cookie sheet and carefully sprinkle with a tiny bit of sugar. 

12. Bake for 20 to 25 minutes (until golden brown) 

I always place parchment paper on my cookie sheets.  It keeps cookies and baked goods from sticking.

Special blessings are chanted before the lighting of the candles and families sing traditional songs together 
afterward. Typically, each member of the family will have his or her own menorah, which is displayed in a 
window so that the lights may be seen by passers-by. This tradition is intended to "illuminate" the miracle of 
Chanukah. 
 
The menorah is lit at nightfall and the lights should remain illuminated for at least thirty minutes past dark. 
Historically, olive oil was used to light the menorah, but today most people use brightly colored candles. Many 
cities in the United States, Israel and elsewhere around the world sponsor the public lighting of large-scale 

menorahs in town squares and other prominent locations.
